The Executor is designed to save you keystrokes (and mouse clicks).

Configure any mouse action you want to reprogram (up to six actions, three mouse buttons - click or
double-click) to perform any action including launching any application, operating system command,
batch file or even bringing up Task Manager.
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WARNING - The Executor can overide certain default Windows behavior. For example, if you set up
the Executor icon to run a program when you left click on it's icon then you will not get the system menu
when you left click on the icon. If you set up the Executor to bring up the task manager when you
double left click on it's icon, you will not restore it when you double left click on it's icon. No worries
mate. The Executor ignores keyboard input so you can always restore it by pressing Alt-Tab until The
Executor is selected and get the system menu by pressing Alt-Space once it's restored.



Install

Copies The Executor to the drive and directory of your choosing, creates an EXECUTOR.INI file in the
directory and add the executor to the load line of WIN.INI to run it on windows startup.

Source Drive and Directory: Enter the drive and directory where the Executor install program resides.

Object Drive and Directory - Enter the drive and directory where you want to install the Executor.



Options

The heart of the program. Displays six combo boxes; left mouse button click, middle mouse button
click, right mouse button click, left mouse button double click, middle mouse button double click and
right mouse button double click. Select one of the default commands or type in your own DOS or
Windows command or batch file name. Any command you set to 'Do Nothing' will be left with default
Windows behavior.

DEFINITION OF SHAREWARE
