In My Own Voice: Multicultural Poets on
Identity v1.1, Sunburst Communications
Students explore identity from the different cultural
perspectives of nine contemporary American poets.
The CD includes audio recordings of the poets
reading their poems; annotations; illustrations; and
music. Students can also record their own poems
with the word processing tool.

An Odyssey of Discovery: Skills for 
Writers v1.0, Pierian Spring Software
Three sets of activities help students improve
written communications. The first helps correct
errors in usage, punctuation, and spelling. In the
second, students match words with synonyms,
antonyms, and analogies. The third teaches poetic
form and function.
