Fragmentation results from saving your
files to your hard disk. Many files vary
in size; they are made smaller, larger or
even get deleted. In order to make this
process as fast as possible, the
operating system tries to change the
physical storage as little as possible, i.e.
in the case of expanding a file,
additional space gets occupied. But this
space is normally scattered throughout
the hard disk.

The more file changes are carried out,
the higher is the resulting
fragmentation. Even Windows NT is
suffering from this phenomenon. You
can only solve this problem by using a
disk defragmenter. O&O Defrag is such
a tool, and offers this function to every
user of Windows NT 4.
