With ColorSync, displays are precisely calibrated and
images can be “soft-proofed” at significant savings to clients and vendors. ColorSync is already
at work in production tools such as Photoshop and QuarkXPress. And when you open stock
photos from PhotoDisc or Corbis, the color you see is consistent because many of these images
include embedded profiles used by Apple’s ColorSync.

AppleScript automation

AppleScript is a powerful technology built into the Mac OS that automates many illustration
and publishing tasks. Time-consuming or repetitive tasks, such as backing up files or optimizing
graphics, can be easily performed while you're at lunch or after your workday is over.
AppleScript works in conjunction with many of today’s most popular programs, including
Adobe Photoshop, QuarkXPress, Multi-Ad Creator2, and Canto Cumulus.
