Need a place to store, sort, display and search all of
your text notes, sounds, GIF files, JPEG files, QuickDraw 3D files? Look no
further, Scraplt Pro is the utility you've been looking for!

Text items or Sounds can also be created from within Scraplt Pro. Scraplt
