Luckily you are not
defenseless; with plasma cannon blazing, you must hold out as long as
possible.”

What you need

Apeiron requires System 6.07 or later and a 256 color/gray scale monitor
13” or larger (640x480 pixels or greater).

Installation summary

Open the SOFTWARE SAMPLER folder on the CD-ROM. Open the Apeiron
folder; if you like, drag the Apeiron folder to your hard drive.
