The setup program will install the following files in yvour hard disk, when Windows9S system is in
“Windowss directory and MD DATA files are installed in “Mddatas.

MDFSD and MDMGR operate in Block I/0 Subsustem in hierarchical structure of Windows35 system fro
m File System to SCSI Interface levels. (see diagram below) The File System Driver (MDFSD) and th
e Type Specific Driver (MDMGR) operate in Ring® (the highest privilege) lewvel.

fs is shown in the diagram below, & SCSI Host Adapter, a SCSI Port Driver and a Miniport Driver
for Windows9s have to be installed correctly. Check them installed in Control Panel /Sustem ADevi
ce Manager. If you installed 16 bit (real mode) DOS wersion of MD DATA File Sustem and SCSI drive
rs, be sure to REM out corresponding lines in "COWFIG.SYS' and "RUTOEXEC.BAT', because they should
not coexist with this wversion.
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More than 16 MB of system memory is recommended. Any application reguires appropriate memory sp
ace to avold problems associated with file data damage.

Use the included "MDFMT" and "MDFSCHK' utilitu to format and check MD DATA. O0Other formatter and
Windows95 Formats Scandisk function is not compatible with MD DATA File Sustem.

Do not format a disc while other application is accessing to the disc. Do not try to access a d
isc while formatting it.

Contents of an MD DATA window may not be refreshed automatically when a file i1s copied or create
d. In those cases, use View/Refresh function or close and re-open the window.

Contents of hard disk or other disks can be backed up to MD DATA with a backup function of MWind
ows95. But this function is not compatible with & backup to plural MD DATA discs. Please divide
files and directories to be backed up at one time to fit in the capacity of the MD DATA disc. Hh
en hackup data exceeds the disc capacity, the data backed up so far will be lost at the moment.

If 16 hit DOS drivers ("MDFSEX.EXE" and "MDMGR.EXE") are installed, open "RUTOEXEC.BAT' and REM
out two lines that load "MDFSEX.EXE" and "MDMGR.EXE'. Then open "CONFIG.SYS' and REM out a line
that loads an ASPI manager for your SCSI host adapter.

If MD file system for Windows95 bheta or bhetal version is installed, open "“Control Panel:wSystem
sDevice Managery' while MDH-16 is recognized, select "SONY MDH-16" in '"Disk Drive' or "Other Dew
ice", and click on "delete" button. Then open '"“Control Panel:Add/Remove Programy', select "MDDA
Te'" in the list and click on "Add/Remove" button.

Confirm SCSI boardscard is operating in 32 bit mode by opening '“ControlPanels SystemDevice Ma
nagers', confirming SCSI boardscard is shown in SCSI Controller, opening the property of SCSI bo
ardscard, and confirming whether SCSI boardscard is operating without "!" or 2" mark.

If SOMY SCSI PC card RMO-KE68 is used, install exclusive Miniport driver for Hindows95 (see 'RM
0-Ke@e SCSI Card" section below).

Do not connect MD DATA drive to PC and restart Hindows9s.

Execute "SETUP.EXE" in the Installation Disk 1. Follow instructions of the setup software to in
stall. Change for the Disk 2 when indicated in the middle of installation.

Hhen the Setup is completed, go back to desktop by choosing "No, I will restart my computer late

r'. Remove the Installation Diskz from the floppy disk drive. Shut down Windows95 suystem and
urn the PC power off.

Connect MDH-18 to the host PC. Slide "POWER/MODE' switch to "DATA" on the side of MDH-16 drive.
Restart the host PC.

Hhile starting Hindows35 system, you may get "New Hardware Found" dialog with "Unknown Dewvice' m
essage. In this case, select "Driver from disk provided by hardware manufacturer' and click "0k
", Then insert the Installation Disk 1 and input drive letter (default "a:'") and "OK'". If you
get "Select Device' dialog, select "mdhisus.inf' in model list and "OK". Go forward to start Wi
ndows9s system.

Confirm MD DATE drive existing in "My Computer' as a removable disk drive. Then open '/Control
Panel/Sustem/Device Manager' and check indication of "SOWY MDH-16" either under "Disk Drives" or
"Other Device'.



MD DATA drive can be used as a removable device. "MDFMT.EXE", "MDFSCHK.EXE" and "MDPLAY.EXE' ut
ilities are registered in "“Start menusProgramsMDDATES'. Use the Start Menu to start these utili
ties.

MDEMT
MDFMT is an utility to initialize a disc in the MD DATA format.

MDFSCHE
MDFSCHK is an utility to check conformance of a disc with MD DATA format.

HMDPLAY
MDPLAY 1s an utility to play audio MiniDisc.

After installation of MD file system, these utilities are registered in “5tart Menu“ Programs MDD
atas. Use this menu to start these utilities.

"MDFMT.EXE" and "MDFSCHK.EXE" include "Help" function and please refer to it for detail of operat
ian.

"MDPLAY.EXE" does not include "Help' function. Insert audio MiniDisc, start "MDPLAY.EXE' and clic
k on " button, then music play starts.

If host PC is started without MD file system({MDFSD.VXD, MDMGR.WXD) installed and with MDH-16 p
owered, Windows95 system may be hanged up. Be sure to install MD file suystem before connectin
g MDH-18 to PC.

»When MDH-18 1s not recognized even MD file sustem for Windows95 is installed.
SCSI cardsboard may not be operating normally. Open sControl PanelsSustems Device ManagersSCSI
Controllers, and confirm SCSI card/board in use is operating normally without "1 or 7" mark.
In case of any problem, please consult to the SCSI cardsboard manual or the manufacturer.
There may be another possibility that download of the installation files or installation itsel
f may be unsuccessful. In this case, start "Adds/Remove Programs' in "Control Panel" and remove
"MDDATA'". Then retry download and installation of the MD file sustem.

>When more than real number of MDH-16 drives are shown in "My Computer'.
The Miniport driver for SCSI cardsboard may cause the problem. Flease consult to the SCSI card
fhoard manufacturer.
When PC is started with MDH-16 with SCSI ID 7, this kind of problem may occur due to conflict
of SCSI ID with SCSI cardsboard. Please select SCSI ID except 7 and that of other devices.

»When errar or system hang-up occurs while copying files to MDDATA. Or MDH-18 is unstable.
Certain SCSI PC cards need external supply for terminate power, which is out of SCSI specifica
tion. If such a SCSI PC card is used, SCSI communication may be unstable because MDH-16 does n
ot supply terminate power for other devices. Please insert other SCSI device (AC powered ) sup
plying terminate power between SCSI PC card and MDH-16, or use other SCSI PC card with self su
pplied terminate power.
